Craft Exhibits General Rules

DIVISIONS

1. Exhibits will be received between 2:00 and 6:00 PM, Friday October 4, 2019 and between 11:00 AM and 3:00 PM, Saturday, October 5, 2019, at the Arts and Crafts Building of the Deep South Fair Grounds. After these hours they may be received only by special permission from the chairman of the Fair Arts and Crafts Committee. Baked Goods are the only exception to these dates and times (see “Baking Special Rules”) Monday, October 7th, 2019, from 7:30 AM to 10:00AM.

2. All entries and awards in this department shall be subject to the following rules and instructions and the general fair rules. The decision of the judges in all cases will be considered final.

3. All judging will be on the Danish system and awards, prizes, or ribbons, based on their own merits. Due to this judging system, categories and/or classifications will not be necessary.
4. Professionals are those who make and sell to order or instruct.

5. All articles entered must be the handiwork of the exhibitor. Anything entered in the youth division should be the work of the child, and will be judged with the consideration of the age of the youth.

6. The Handicap Division is designed for those individuals who feel they have some type of handicap that requires special consideration.

7. The Parent/Child Division is designed for entries that have been prepared by a parent and child together. All ages are welcomed.

8. All articles must have been made within the last 2 years, and never entered in this fair previously.

9. Exhibits must be removed 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM, Sunday, October 13, 2019. No premium money will be paid without the Fair Entry Registration form.

10. Ribbons and cash awards will be given for the first three places as indicated in each class
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11.  All of the Home Crafts divisions are opened to any child ages 5-17 and judged 

separately from the adults. Their age will be listed on the entry tag for judging                           consideration. Please do not enter adult work under a child’s name!

12.   Premiums will be paid from the awards marked in the judges books and not from the 

  ribbon attached to exhibits, ribbons sometimes become misplaced when articles are 

  being judged or displayed.
13. Exhibitors from surrounding counties may participate.

14. Judging will be based on originality, craftsmanship, and suitability to purpose.

15. While every precaution will be taken for safeguarding exhibits it should be understood that the owner assumes all responsibility for any accident, loss or damage that may occur. Neither the Fair, its officers, or committee members will be responsible for any such accident, loss or damage.

16. Duplicate and similar items will be judged together as a set.

17. A $50 cash prize for BEST IN SHOW and tri-colored ribbon will be awarded to one entry in this section, if the judge feels it is deserved for the Non-Professional division.

18. Prize monies, ribbons and entries not claimed on pick up date, will be forfeited.
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Handicrafts, Sewing & Clothing Special Rules

1. General rules of “Craft Exhibits” apply.

2. Articles exhibited need not be original in design or pattern, but must be the work of the exhibitor.

3. There are no specific categories or classifications. (Suggested items include:
needle work, pillows, pictures and wall hangings, household linens, holiday crafts, toys, woodwork, ceramics, novelties, flower arrangements, etc.)

4. All clothing entries must be clean and pressed.

5. Items entered as “Decorative Clothing” do not have to be home constructed. Items will be judged on decorative work only.

6. Quilts may be entered by more than one person. Prize money will be shared.

7. Prize money and ribbons will be awarded as follows:

1st Place (blue ribbon)……………….$10.00

2nd Place (red ribbon)…………………$ 5.00

3rd Place (white ribbon)……………….$3.00

Food Preservation Special Rules

1. General Rules of “Craft Exhibits” apply.

2. All entries must be canned in clear STANDARD JARS and STANDARD LIDS.

3. Canned foods will be judged on seal, color, clearness, pack, container, and

texture. Judges will judge by recommendations for the United States

Department of Agriculture (USDA). USDA proper canning

recommendations can be received from any local County Extension.

Entries will not be opened or tasted, except for wine entries.

4. There are no specific categories or classifications (duplicate items judged

as a set).

5. Prize money and ribbons will be awarded as follows:

1st Place (blue ribbon)……..………….$5.00

2nd Place (red ribbon)…………………$ 3.00

3rd Place (white ribbon)……………….$1.00
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Baked Goods Special Rules

1. General Rules of “Craft Exhibits” apply.

2. Entries will be accepted in the Arts and Crafts building on Monday, October 5, 2015, between 7:30 AM, and 11:00 AM. No entries will be accepted after 11:00 AM.

3. All cakes will receive a $10.00 GUARANTEE. (See special rules)
4. Entries will be judged Monday, October 5, 2015, beginning at 12:00 PM sharp. Contestants will not be permitted in the building during judging.

5. Entries will remain on display for the entire fair week.

6. All food should be made from “scratch”. No prepared mixes.

7. ENTRIES MUST BE ENTERED ON/IN DISPOSABLE CONTAINERS. THE FAIR COMMITTEE WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR KEEPING UP WITH SERVING CONTAINERS.

8. Decorated cakes do not have to be real cake (they will not be tasted).

9. There are no specific categories or classifications. Each item will be judged on its own merit. Feel free to enter any home prepared food item that can be safely kept at room temperature. (suggested items include: cakes, pies, cookies, candy, brownies, breads, etc.)

10. Prize money and ribbons will be awarded for selected food items, except for cakes (see special rules for cake entries below): 
1st Place (blue ribbon)……………….$10.00

2nd Place (red ribbon)…………………$ 5.00

3rd Place (white ribbon)……………….$3.00

SPECIAL RULES FOR CAKE ENTRIES

Cakes will remain all week and become property of the fair. A $10.00

GUARANTEE will be paid for each cake entered (with two or more layers, or

cakes prepared in a tube style pan), in addition to any prize money won.

Prize money and ribbons for cakes will be awarded as follows:

1st Place (blue ribbon)……….……….$25.00

2nd Place (red ribbon)…………………$10.00

3rd Place (white ribbon)……..………….$7.00
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Youth Decorated Pumpkin & Scarecrow Contest

This category is for school age youth. The General Rules of “Craft Exhibits” will apply. Participants are welcomed to put ONE entry in each category. Prize money and ribbons will be awarded as follows:
1st Place (blue ribbon)……………….$10.00

2nd Place (red ribbon)…………………$ 5.00

3rd Place (white ribbon)……………….$3.00

Decorated Pumpkin:
1. Decorated pumpkins SHOULD NOT BE CARVED. Carved pumpkins do not hold up well 

for display and will be disqualified.

2.   Students may use a variety of materials to decorate their pumpkins; paint, colored 

paper, wigs, hats, eyeglasses, other produce, clothing, etc.

3. Pumpkins will be judged on overall appearance and creativity. Considerations will be 

given for the age of the participant (work needs to be the work of the youth!).

4. Any size pumpkin may be used.

5. Decayed pumpkins may have to be thrown away. Props, tags and ribbons will be saved.

Scarecrow:

1. Scarecrows will be judged on overall appearance and creativity. Considerations will be 

given for the age of the participant (work needs to be the work of the youth!) 

2. Please try to secure all of the Scarecrow’s decorations/accessories. They will be moved

around some during entry, set-up and pick up.
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Fruits,Vegetables, Nuts, Potted Plants Special Rules
1. General Rules of “Craft Exhibits” will apply.

2. Only one entry per class, per exhibitor, except where class is subdivided according to color, variety or kind (please refer to suggested classes following the rules).

3. Two or more persons may not exhibit the same variety from the same garden, or orchard

4. Potted plants must have been grown by exhibitor or have been in the possession of the exhibitor for at least three months. Vegetables must be selections from the current year’s growth. Nuts may come from last year’s crop.

5. Exhibits must be named by common and botanical names (if possible) on entry tags.

6. Potted and/or hanging plant containers are not to exceed 10” across.

7. Vegetable and nut specimens will be staged on paper plates.

8. When choosing your specimen it should be fresh, free of insect or disease injury, clean and uniform in size, shape, maturity and color.

9.  Prize money and ribbons will be awarded as follows:
1st Place (blue ribbon)……………..….$7.00

2nd Place (red ribbon)…………………$ 5.00

3rd Place (white ribbon)……………….$3.00

VEGETABLES
Beans – 10 pods for exhibit: snap, pole, lima, etc.

Peppers – 4 specimens: banana, hot, bell (3 specimens), etc.

Potatoes – 3 specimens per entry; Irish, sweet, etc.
Squash – 3 specimens

Pumpkin – 1 specimen; field type, sugar type or ornamental (2 specimens)

FRUITS
Pears – 3 specimens per entry: all varieties

Persimmons – 5 specimens per entry: all varieties

Citrus – 3 specimens per entry: all varieties

NUTS

1 dozen nuts, ½ in the shell and ½ shelled – peanuts and pecans. (Pecans only, split in half and variety named)

POTTED AND HANGING PLANTS

Ferns, foliage, flowers and dish gardens, containing more than one variety in the container.

4. Art work must be entered ready to hang on the wall (except for pottery and paper mache, etc.). Student work needs to be mounted on poster board or matt board. Mounted work will need to have adhesive hanger eyes attached to the top corners, hole punched in the top corners of the board, or hole punched in small poster board squares hot glued to the back of the art work. Plexi-glass is suggested for framed work with a wire hanger on the back. See appropriate examples below:
